We have made big and small changes to give you and your family a 
wonderful winter experience with lots of snow on the slopes. 

We have done everything we can to offer good accommodation to suit 
big groups of friends as well as small families.

We have built 20 so-called Dalenhusen houses so far. They have good 
locations with views over the beautiful Lake Säfssjön, 8-10 beds, 4 
bedrooms, 2 master bedrooms, 2 bathrooms incl. one with a sauna, and 
2 living rooms for socialising. The Dalenhusen houses are perfect for 
groups. Families and groups of friends who like to socialise, share the 
cooking and childcare can now live under one roof.

For the children, we have a new addition with Filuriu’s  own cross-country 
track – Filurspåret – just right for little legs that like to ski. The track will be 
up by the church and the nearby meadow, where many of our other cross-
country tracks start.
Filurius will pop up as usual when least expected. Every evening, there is a 
buffet for the children, and, as if that’s not enough, there are mini-snowmobile 
rides from Polaris by the toboggan slope – fast and exciting.

The lights stay on until 11 pm, 7 days a week.
